INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT
TO PROVIDE MUSIC INSTRUCTION SERVICES

WHEREAS:

A.

The Company operates the 






, a music instruction studio located at

 (the “STUDIO”);
B.

Contractor has the experience and professional skills necessary to perform the duties of a music teacher for the Studio;
C.

Company wishes to retain Contractor as an independent contractor to provide music instruction at the Studio; and
D.

Contractor is willing to provide music instruction, and as a condition thereof, will agree to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, including, but not limited to the non-solicitation provision contained in Section 7 below.  



NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants, agreements, representations and payments set forth below, the parties agree as follows:

1.
Appointment.  Company agrees to retain Contractor and Contractor agrees to accept an appointment as a music instructor for the Studio.

2.
Term.  The term of this Agreement shall commence on 



 _____, 20____ and may be terminated by either party for any reason or for no reason at any time upon five (5) days written notice by the terminating party to the other party.
3.
Student Status.  Contractor agrees to provide music instruction to students of Company (“Company’s Students”) and Company agrees to permit Contractor to use the facilities at the Studio to provide students that Contractor already has or recruits for the Studio (“Contractor’s Students”).  In the event that there is a question regarding whether a particular student should be classified as a “Company’s Student” or a “Contractor’s Student,” the parties shall meet and come to a mutual agreement.
4.
Instruction Assignments.  From time to time, Contractor and Company shall meet and mutually establish an instruction schedule for each of the following:
(a)
an instruction schedule for Company’s Students that will be instructed by Contractor;

(b)
an instruction schedule for Contractor’s Students that will be instructed by Contractor using Company’s facilities at the Studio; 

(c)
an instruction schedule for Contractor’s Students that will be instructed by Company employees at the Studio when Contractor is not available.
5.
Administrative Services.  The Company shall provide administrative services for Contractor including scheduling and billing of all students.  Company shall calculate compensation due to Contractor pursuant to Section 6 below and shall provide Contractor copies of the calculations used to determine monthly compensation pay to Contractor.  Company shall provide liability insurance coverage for Contractor and Contractor’s Students while Contractor and Contractor’s Students are on the Studio premises.  Contractor shall separately insure any instruments or equipment which Contractor brings to the Studio.  The Company shall provide no other insurance coverage to Contractor, including but not limited to, health coverage, automotive coverage, disability coverage, life insurance, or any other coverage.
6.
Compensation.  Contractor will be compensated in accordance with Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof.  Compensation due hereunder will be paid within _____ days following the close of each month during the term of this Agreement.  The parties will review Exhibit A on an annual basis and may jointly make any modifications thereto in writing signed by both parties.

7.
Non Solicitation.  During the term of this Agreement and for a two-year period thereafter, Contractor shall not, directly or indirectly, for Contractor’s own account, or as a partner, member, employee, advisor or agent of any partnership or joint venture, or as a trustee, officer, director, shareholder, employee, advisor or agent of any corporation, trust or other business organization or entity, solicit, offer, or provide music instruction to any person who is or was a Company Student on the date that this Agreement terminated or for a one-year period prior to such date.
8.
Consideration.  Contractor acknowledges and agrees that the Studio is a service profession and that it is vitally important to the continued economic viability of the Studio that its music instructors, who are put in a trusted position with the Company’s Students, not be permitted to compete against the Studio.  Contractor further acknowledges that the non-solicitation covenant contained in Section 7 above is a pre-condition to this Agreement.
9.
Injunctive Relief.  The parties agree that the remedy of the Company at law for any actual or threatened breach of this Agreement by Contractor would be inadequate and that, in the event of such actual or threatened breach, in addition to any other remedy available to it, the Company shall be entitled to specific performance hereof, injunctive relief, or both, by temporary or permanent injunction or other appropriate judicial remedy, writ or order.

10.
Independent Contractor Relationship.  The Contractor and the Company acknowledge and agree that the status of the Contractor shall be that of an independent contractor and not an employee.  Contractor shall be solely responsible for the payment of all federal, state and local taxes, including income taxes, social security taxes, Medicare taxes, and any other taxes incident to the payments Contractor will receive from the Company.  Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Company will not withhold any tax payments from checks being paid to Contractor for services rendered.  Contractor and Company further acknowledge and agree that Contractor will not participate in any employment plans or benefits provided by the Company to its regular full-time and part-time employees.  Contractor shall not be entitled to receive any unemployment compensation benefits, worker’s compensation benefits, or any state or local entitlements which are provided to employees.

Miscellaneous.  This Agreement will enure to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assigns.  The Company may assign its rights under this Agreement to any subsidiary or affiliated Company.  This Agreement may only be modified in writing executed by both of the parties. EXHIBIT A
COMPENSATION SCHEDULE

1. Company’s Students.  For each Company’s Student that Company assigns to Contractor, Contractor shall receive _____% of the lesson revenue received from that Company’s Student for lessons provided by Contractor.  Lesson revenue includes fees paid for music instruction, but exclude amounts paid for music instruction books, rental fees, and other materials and services provided to the Company’s Student.

2. Contractor’s Students.  For every Contractor’s Student, Contractor shall receive _____% of the lesson revenue received from that Contractor’s Student for lessons provided by Contractor.  For all lessons provided by other employees of the Company to Contractor’s Student, Contractor will receive _____% of the lesson revenue received from the Contractor’s Student.  Lesson revenue includes fees paid for instruction, but exclude amounts paid for music instruction books, rental fees, and other materials and services provided to the Student.  Contractor shall be entitled to receive _____% of the revenue paid by a Contractor’s Student for music instruction books sold to him or her by the Company.
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
